Intercoastal Marina at Oceania

Rules & Regulations:

For the safety and convenience of those visiting, slip owners and anyone leasing a slip at Intercoastal Marina at Oceania, the following Rules and Regulations are in full force and effect. The Rules and Regulations are subject to amendment, modification and change by the Marina Association.

1. Pleasure boats only, powered by motor or sail, in good condition, and under their own power shall be admitted to the slips.

2. Pets shall be permitted on boats docked at the Marina, or on or about the docks and walkways, at the discretion of the Marina Association. Pets shall at all times be on a leash within the confines of the Marina, and pets shall be removed from the premises at any time upon demand. Unruly behavior will not be tolerated. All pet owners must clean up after their pets.

3. Refuse and garbage shall not be thrown overboard and shall be deposited in cans supplied for such purpose at the entrance to each Marina segment. ALL garbage and trash must be bagged. Please do not dispose of old oil, diesel fuel or oily filters. In no event shall any party discharge toilet waste, oil, inflammable liquids or oily bilges into. or near the Marina area. These actions are illegal in Miami-Dade County and may be subject to stiff fines

4. No person shall create or maintain any nuisance or disturbance. Noise shall, at all times, be kept to a minimum, and boat owners shall use discretion in operating engines.

5. Boat owners shall not store supplies, materials, accessories, or debris on any walkway or dock and shall not construct thereon any lockers, chests, cabinets, or similar structures except with written consent of the Marina Association, which consent may be revoked at any time for any reason. No additional storage boxes or containers of any type are permitted unless authorized by the Marina Association. The extent of repairs or maintenance made in the slips shall be at the discretion of the Marina Association.

6. The subleasing of boat slips is prohibited. Dinghies shall not interfere with the adjoining slip.

7. The length of any vessel, including any and all appurtenances thereof, shall not exceed the length of its slip over 7%, and shall be at the discretion of the Marina Association Board. In certain slips there will be no overage allowed. In no event shall any encroachment be permitted which causes interference with any other vessel located in the Marina, or navigation over Marina waters or entrance channels which otherwise impedes access to or from the other 

Marina slips. Mooring lines shall be of sufficient number and strength to ensure that the    vessel shall be secure in the highest winds that can reasonably be expected.

8. It is requested that a key to the vessel be made available to the Marina Association in a designated area in case of emergency. This does not include inclement weather where the vessel owner is responsible for making the vessel safe.

9. In the absence of the owner, that owner must make arrangements for someone to take care of their boat in severe weather. Otherwise the Marina Association has the right to secure the boat and charge the owner for time to do so.

10.  Any person operating a vessel using the Marina or the channels adjacent to the Marina, assumes all risk of injury, loss or damage to himself, his guests and invitees and to his vessel or its appurtenances or contents. The Intercoastal Marina at Oceania takes no responsibility.

11.  Cleaning of Fish: No fish or other marine life of any kind shall be cleaned, prepared, or processed in any manner on the Marina Property, unless the Board of Directors should at some time, in the future, designate an area for such use. Fish may be cleaned on a private Vessel, provided that no parts be thrown into the water or left in the Marina trash receptacle, and the vessel must be properly cleaned afterwards.

12.  The Marina takes no responsibility for any damage incurred to any vessel because the owner has failed to install the necessary sacrificial zincs. 

13.  Parking for all Slip Owners, Renters & Maintenance Vehicles – Use of the fire lane is limited to loading and unloading for periods up to 30 minutes at a time. This policy will be strictly enforced by the front gate security, and violators’ vehicles will be towed at their owner’s expense. All maintenance trucks must check in with front gate security and park in the lot behind the fountain.
14. The Board of Directors has clarified their ruling concerning Boat Lifts in the Marina.  Lifts will only be considered for Face Docks/Side Tie Slips. Any other type of floating device such as a jet dock, at this time, must be located INSIDE your slip and approved by the Board of Directors. The final decision will be in the hands of DERM.
15. Replacement keys will be at a cost of $25 per key. Please make checks payable to the Intercoastal Marina Association.

16.  Front Gate- All Slip owners MUST notify the front gate when workers, guests, or anyone will be coming onto the Island to go to their respective boats. If the guard is not notified, and cannot reach the slip owner, this person may not be granted entry. If you have a worker that comes on a regular basis, please let the guard know, and they will make a note in the book kept for that purpose, and a call will not be necessary. 
Parking on the Island:

     There are very limited parking spaces for use by slip owners for the Marina. 
These spaces are to be used ONLY by slip owners who have boats in their slips and who display the official Marina Hang Tag (a cost of $25 paid to the Association) indicating their slip number, from their mirror. All guests of the slip owner must leave their cars at the owners building. Only one car will be allowed, per owner, in the parking lot at any time.

           Renters: 

Regrettably, there are no allocated parking spaces for use by slip renters; therefore, parking MUST be arranged in their respective Towers. This is an unfortunate situation, but it is out of our control.
